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BLUE BRONNA WILDERNESS CAMP (BBWC) is a Christian wilder-

ness camp operated under the Canadian Sunday School Mission (CSSM).
BBWC was founded in 1987 and our wilderness site is located along the
Oldman River at an elevation of approximately 5700’ (see map on back
page).

Attending BBWC is a true wilderness experience.  We sleep in wall
tents with bunk beds and wood stoves for heat.  We have no electricity or
permanent shelters and most of our cooking is done over open fire.  Camp-
ers participate in ALL aspects of the camp, including cooking, clean-up,
wood-gathering, horse feeding, etc. BBWC now has a permanent
site just 12 km west of Highway 22 at the north end of the Chain Lakes.
There are a few more amenities at the Willow Creek site, but our campers
will still enjoy a true wilderness experience.

The PURPOSE of BBWC is to introduce adults and young people
to the good news of Jesus Christ through a wilderness camping expe-
rience, and to provide an opportunity to develop Christian character
and growth in faith through outdoor adventures, relationships and
time spent in God’ s Word and His creation.

At BBWC you will find the pace of life slowed down so you can focus
on the things that really matter.  Things like relationships, not only with each
other, but with God.  A personal quiet time with God is priority and we pro-
vide time for that each morning, along with an evening fireside of singing,
sharing and special speakers.

BBWC offers challenging horseback riding, archery, hiking, horse pack
trips, rock climbing, games and relaxation around the fireside.  Our goal is
to take people into a wilderness camp setting, recognizing the risks, and
dealing with them in a safe fashion that challenges people in their own
personal lives.  We do not ignore the risk factor but rather embrace it in an
educated manner which hopefully produces a more confident, fulfilled per-
son with broader experiences at the end of their time with us.
